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April 4, 2010 Report

After 2 days of racing completed in nearly perfect conditions the competition is heating up at the Laser Youth World 4.7 competition being held at the Royal Varuna Yacht Club in Pattaya, Thailand. Under sunny skies with winds from the southwest at between 13 and 18 knots, and seas up to 1.5 meters, the conditions were a true test for all three classes. 

In the boys under 18, after 4 races, Thai sailor Supakorn Pongwichean is at the top the leader board with a 2nd, 1st, 5th and 3rd. However in close pursuit on the tally is Luca Malusa of Italy and Juan Carlos Purdomo of Puerto Rico.
The girls under 18 is being led by Alexandra Lalioti of Greece. After a 14th in the first race she finished 3rd, 5th, and second to have the overall lead. She is being followed by Ella Evans of Australia and Amirah Hamid Nur of Malaysia.
In the mixed under 16, also after 4 races, another sailor from Thailand, Chaichanawoot Dee-nak also prevails with 3 firsts and a third. He is being pursued by Ryan Amlehn of New Zealand and Mark Spearman of Australia.
Races 5 and 6 will be sailed today as another beautiful day in Pattaya is taking shape, leaving tomorrow to be a needed rest day.

On Day 3, race nos 5 and 6 were completed by all classes, sailing in lighter SW winds 8-12 knots.
